Admissions To Degree Courses Set To End On May 19

Panaji/Margao/Mapusa:
Nearly 4,000more students than
last academic year answered
the Class XII exams of the Goa
Board in 2015 and a highest ever
pass percentage of 88.10% was
registered. This has lead to a
rush never seen before, for ad-
missions to degree courses.

More seats for more
students

The state government has

doneitsbittoensurethatahigh-
er number of students will not
lead to some losing out on a tick-
etto higher education.

A circular by thedirectorate
of higher education allows col-
leges to add a division on their
own, if infrastructure permits,
to accommodate the additional
numbers.

“This is a good move by the
government as earlier the onus
was on principals to apply for
permission for extra seats, de-
pending on the response. But
this time, officials have been
pro-active,” said Fr Frederick
Rodrigues, principal of Fr Ag-
nel College of Arts and Com-
merce, Pilar:

Mission admission

Students across Goa are al-
ready standing in queues to
seek admissions to colleges of
their choice.

In most colleges, the proce-
dure involves purchase of the
prospectus and admission
forms, followed by submission
of the filled forms along with
necessary documents like the
marksheet, the leaving certifi-
cate and migration certificate,
and a provisional availability
from Goa University, if the stu-
dent isnot a Goa Board student.

“Students should evaluate
their aptitude and choose a
course accordingly,” said Dilip
B Arolkar, principal of Dnyan-
prassarak Mandal’s College of
Arts, Science, Commerce, Man-
agement Studies and Technolo-
gy, Assagao.

Rosary College of Arts &
Commerce, Navelim, and Car-
mel College of Arts, Science
and Commerce, Nuvem, aretwo
colleges which have started ad-
mission procedures online, be-
sides Smt Parvatibai Chowgule
College. Students can purchase
the prospectus from the prem-
ises and then apply online—the
portals for which have been
open since May 11.

Cut-off marks scene: Not
sogrim

Most arts and commerce
colleges across the state are ad-
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mum percentage of 50-60. In the
science stream, the cut-off is
around 70%, but is likely to be
much higher in case of city-
based colleges and can freeze at
as high as 85% or more. Stu-
dents with lower percentages
will also be admitted, subject to
availability of seats.

Those with lower percent-
ages need not be discouraged,
but rushing early to admission
offices can help. Dhempe Col-
lege of Arts and Science, Mira-
mar, offers admission on a first-
come-first-serve basis. “We are
a charity-based institution, so

we have no cut-offs as such. We
also have reservations for SC,
STand OBCstudents, asperrec-
ommendednorms,” said princi-
pal Yasmin Modassir.

Certain colleges which have
attached higher secondary
schools give more preference to
in-house students, admitting
them with lower cut-off per-
centages. “In this institute, we
givemore preference togirls, we
don’t concentrate much their
percentage,” said S B Patkar,
principal of Saraswat Vidya-
laya’s College, Mapusa.

Other institutes like Fr Ag-
nel College, Pilar, give prefer-
ence to students living in the
neighbourhood. °

Margao’s Chowgule Col-
lege, which will become oper-
ational as Goa’s first autono-
mous institute from June, will
do away with its merit list sys-
tem this year to gauge response
to the autonomous institute
concept. This could be a good
year to get into the autonomous
college system. The institute is
expected to begin admissions
through an entrance test or sim-
ilar means from next year.

Students in most city insti-
tutions will know their status
through a merit list of selected
candidates to be put up soon.

Go off thebeaten track

Besides BA, BSc and BCom

courses, seats are available
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aplenty in Goa in the BBA and
BCA courses.

BBA aspirants now await
the results of the Under Gradu-
ate Aptitude Test, which will de-
cide the fate of their admission.
The all-Goa online BCA en-
trance test will be held on May
18 at Saraswat Vidyalaya’s Srid-
ora Caculo College.

“Takers for the BBA course
has seen an upward trend with
more students keen on it,” said
Radhika Nayak, principal of S S

Dempo College of Commerce

and Economics, Altinho.

St Xavier’s College of Mapu-
sa offers a degree course in
mass communication and
journalism.

Don Bosco College, Panaji,
too offers as many as six under-
graduate courses which in-
clude unique ones like BBA-
travel and tourism, bachelor of
arts, mass media, bachelor of so-
cial work (BSW) and bachelor of
physical education.
