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Emotional learning important for
students: GU Vice-Chancellor

Goa University Vice-Chan-
cellor Harilal Menon on
Saturday highlighted the
need for emotional learn-
ing to be part of the existing
academic activity.

Speaking at the inaug-
uration of the golden ju-
bilee year celebration of
the Vidya Vikas Mandal’s
(VM) Shree Damodar
College of Commerce and
Economics, Menon said he
had noticed a trend among
Goan students and the need
for emotional learning to be
part of the learning curve,

“Academic activity has
three different dimensions:
teaching -learning, research
and engaging with the
community. The teaching-
learning aspect is teach-
er-centric and we must have
a more learner-centric ap-

proach so that teachers can
understand the student and
develop creativity of each
student. NEP also says there
should be space learning,
emotional learnjng and de-
veloping creativity,” he said.

“Emotional learning js
very important especially
for Goan students. I have
noticed that none of the
Goan students were clear-
ing the GPSC exam even
though the syllabus was
the same as in other states,
What I found was that par-
ents give their children
everything but the difficulty
of life has not been incul-
cated. They are not allowing
their children to leave the
state. Unless students go out
and see what is there, they
will not develop. Emotional
learning with a heterogen-
ous group of students can
help a child to understand
the difficulties of life.”

The Vice-Chancellor,
while praising the efforts of
the institution in complet-
ing 50 years of imparting
education, also called for
more research to he done
on the ease of husiness and
the need to submit propos-
als based on the research
to the state government to
help boost the state’s fin-
ances and economy,

Menon also appealed to
teachers of the institution
nottositon the laurels of the
past but to continue work-
ing hard to take the college
and its students ahead.

Also speaking on the
occasion, VVM president
Nitin Kunkolienkar said he
was proud to be an alum-
nus of the college and called
on the need to keep up the
education in tune with the
changing geo-political situ-
ations around,

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‘Russia acted to protect sovereignty’

India’s former Ambassador Gautam Bambawale calls for shunmng Chinese goods

Stating that the Russian in-
vasion of Ukraine is in re-
action to the threat it faced
from NATO, former ambas-
sador of India to Bhutan,
Pakistan and China (retd.)
Gautam Bambawale said,
“No country would remain
indifferent to what might be
amissile attack which could
be facilitated from neigh-
bouring countries. Moscow
took military action against
Ukraine, only to protect its
national sovereignty.

He further said, “India
and Russia share a very
special relationship, which
covers military hardware,
nuclear commerce and
space cooperation. Another
component of this relation-
ship is the oil and gas im-
ports from Russia. Consid-
ering all these factors, India
stood by Russia; however
PM Modi didn’t hesitate
to repeatedly call for a halt
to bloodshed, so as to give
diplomacy a chance. This
stand is testimony to the
fact that in international
matters, India takes its own
position in the interest of
its country and its citizens,

and does not bow to inter-
national pressure.”
Bambawale was part of
the VVM’s Shree Damodar
College of Commerce
and Economics, Margao’s
Golden Jubilee Celebration
talks and spoke about how
India would grow rapidly,
as part of his topic ‘India in
the changing world order’
While congratulating the
college for completing 50
years, Bambawale spoke on
the geopolitical as well as
geo-economic phenomena
around the world and how
they impacted India. .
Recalling the Chinese at-
tempts to make alterations
on the Ladakh frontiers, he

also said that the Indian mil-
itary could thwart China on
the eastern frontiers. How-
ever, an important lesson
from this incident was that
India needed to grow more
powerful and enhance its
comprehensive  national
power to protect itself.
“Over the last few dec-
ades, China, with its in-
creasing economic power,
has become the U.S! most
potent competitor. Most
countries including India
chose to sit on the fence
and watch. But as far as In-
dia was concerned, things
changed dramatically
in April-May 2020 when
Beijing moved large num-

bers of troops to the bor-
der with India in Eastern
Ladakh. Since then, there
have been increasing ten-
sions at the border and
the blame lies entirely at
China’s door. This flexing
of muscles by China has
brought India closer to Ja-
pan, Australia, UK. and
France in terms of interna-
tional relations,” he said.

Analysing all these as-
pects of the geopolitical
scenario, he argued that In-
dia needed to fight China
on its own, and should
not expect assistance from
other nations.

Elaborating on the course
of action India should be

taking, he said, “We must
realise that we need to build
India’s military strength
as well as our economic
strength. They go hand in
hand. We must achieve high
annual rates of GDP growth
- atleast 7-8% over an exten-
ded period of time of over
20 or 25 years, It is also es-
sential that we enhance our
spending on defence and
military preparedness from
the current 1.2% of GDP to
about 2% of GDP/

He also urged the audi-
ence to avoid buying
Chinese products, des-
pite the fact that they are
cheaper as “we can accept
this pain in order for our
country to gain.”

Summing up his address,
Bambawale said that India
needs to strengthen its in-
ternational ties with coun-
tries on China’s borders
and other countries of the
region. '
